Guidance for submitting Digital Images
 (Other procedures are possible, but the one described has been found to work)
1. Create a new folder and name it with your full name.  Right click on the Desktop and then click on New>Folder.  Type your full name in the blue box and press the Enter key (carriage return).
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2. Copy your selected images into the new folder.  Go to the folder(s) containing your competition images.  Right click on an image, click on Copy, go to the new folder on the Desktop with your name, right click on it and click on Paste.  Repeat for the other images.
3. Name your images with the titles that you want to be read out during the competition.  Open the new folder on the Desktop, right click on an image, click on Rename, type the title of the image in the blue box and press Enter.  This task is easily completed in the thumbnail view, to show this view click on View>Thumbnails.  PLEASE DO NOT : add numbers 1, 2,  in front of the titles; add your name or initials to the title; or leave the camera numbering system in the title.
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4. Resize your images to a maximum of 1400 pixels wide by 1050 pixels high, and ensure that they are in jpeg file format.  The following is for Adobe PhotoShop Elements but should apply to most programmes.  Open the photograph in PhotoShop and go to Image>Resize>Image Size (check that Resample Image and Constrain Proportions are ticked).  Use the upper part Pixel Dimensions of the window (the lower part Document Size may be ignored as this applies only when making prints).  For a landscape image type 1400 in the Width box, or for a portrait image type 1050 in the Height box.  In either case the other number of pixels, Height or Width respectively, will be automatically adjusted.  “Nearly square” images will always be governed by the height, so type 1050in the Height box for these images (as a double check make sure that the Width does not exceed 1400pixels).  Press the OK button to complete the process.  Finally, make sure that the image is saved as a jpeg file (if requested, choose the high quality setting when saving).
5. Load the folder onto a  USB memory stick and bring it to the Camera Club meeting one week before the competition.  Your folder with images will be loaded onto the Club computer.  Please complete and detach the left part of this form and hand it in with your images.
